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Are you frustrated with the lack of participation in your 
congregation’s worship? Do you often feel people are 

just going through the motions without connecting to God in 
worship? You are not alone: congregations all over the world are 
experiencing a sense of spectatorship in worship. What can we 
as worship leaders do to counteract these trends? How can we 
lead our churches into passionate, wholehearted, participative 
worship? How do we truly engage our congregations in 
transformational worship—worship that makes disciples? In the 
pages of this book, I hope to take you on a journey that will 
answer these questions and many more.
 I have had the wonderful opportunity of working with 
churches in the United States and internationally for over 20 
years. Before I began traveling extensively connecting with the 
church worldwide, I had assumed that the worship issues of 
the American church were probably not global issues. Surely 
the churches in China, Malaysia, Cuba, Cambodia, Singapore, 
Argentina, Brunei, or other countries would not encounter 
conflict in worship or disparity between the generations. Surely 
there would not be conflict over the instrumentation used in 
worship. Surely there would not be a trend toward creating 
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spectators in the church. 
 As I encountered brothers and sisters around the U.S. and 
internationally, I found that we are remarkably the same in our 
worship issues. Personal preferences are pervasive in struggles over 
how churches go about their implementation of congregational 
worship. 
 I see churches that have not changed in decades. Many of 
these are dying because what used to be meaningful worship 
that engaged the people has now turned into a lifeless ritual.
 In many modern churches, I’ve seen the breeding of a 
culture of spectators by providing a performance-based event, 
rather than true worship. People often stand and watch what is 
happening on stage without being actively involved in worship.
 Some churches engage in what has become more of a playlist 
style of worship. The worship team chooses three popular songs 
and puts together incredible arrangements of them. In the service, 
they welcome the people, “turn on” the playlist to run the three 
songs, and then pass the service on to the pastor for the sermon. 
Too often, there is no intentional discipleship, no direction, no 
flow, and these services have become too trite, redundant, and 
mechanistic.
 In many churches that are seeking to be unified across the 
generations, I see worship conflict over nonessential things in 
worship (like pulpits or attire) and quarreling about styles of 
music.
 I believe a huge mission for worship leaders around the 
world is that of helping the church get back on track with God-
honoring worship that sets an environment that helps people 
encounter the transforming power of God—an environment 
that changes worship spectators into worship participants. The 
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material you hold in your hands will tackle this problem head-
on.
 Worship and missions are the priorities of the church! 
They are the most important things we do. My two greatest 
passions in ministry are worship and missions. I was privileged 
to serve as a missions and worship pastor for many years—a 
great combination because the two areas work hand in hand. 
John Piper points out that “worship is the goal and the fuel of 
missions:”

 Missions exists because worship doesn’t. Missions is our way 
of saying: the joy of knowing Christ is not a private, or tribal, 
or national or ethnic privilege. It is for all. And that’s why we 
go. Because we have tasted the joy of worshipping Jesus, and we 
want all the families of the earth included. 
 All the ends of the earth shall remember and turn to the 
Lord, and all the families of the nations shall worship before you. 
(Psalm 22:27)
 Seeking the worship of the nations is fueled by the joy of our 
own worship. You can’t commend what you don’t cherish. You 
can’t proclaim what you don’t prize. Worship is the fuel and the 
goal of missions.1

 God created us for the ultimate priority of worshipping 
Him. The Westminster Shorter Catechism states, “The chief end of 
man is to glorify God and enjoy Him forever.” I believe vital 
worship is what fuels everything else the church does. Until we 
get our worship in a healthy place, we are just sounding gongs 
and clashing cymbals. When we get our worship right, the other 
functions of the church will have the fuel they need to fall into 
place.
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 Unfortunately, in many of our churches, What God intended for 
His glory and for our corporate and personal growth—worship—has 
been transformed from a soul-deep commitment to an ugly, carnal 
fight.2

 The journey we will be taking together through this book, I 
believe, will help you as a worship leader to transform the worship 
in your church—moving worship from a spectator orientation to 
one where people are wholeheartedly engaged in worship that 
transforms disciples.
 There are a lot of pieces to put together, beginning with the 
foundations of worship and worship leadership. Once those 
foundations are laid, we will build upon them an understanding 
of all that goes into planning worship services that truly engage 
the people, disciple the people, and bring to the forefront the 
glory of God. Then we will dive deeply into how we execute 
the worship plan with thorough preparation and leadership. We 
never improve if evaluation is not part of the plan, so we will 
discuss things we need to do to keep growing in our leadership, 
utilizing an important evaluative tool.
 The book you have in your hands represents over two decades 
of refining a global curriculum for worship leaders to help them 
fulfill the calling God has placed on their lives. Throughout the 
pages of this book, you will see reflection questions pertaining 
to the material you just read. Be sure to stop and answer those 
questions. You may be tempted to skip over them to continue 
reading, but you will miss out on what God may want to show 
you. These questions will help you connect your life and ministry 
with the material. 
 I firmly believe many of the ills of the church’s worship today 
can unknowingly be the fault of worship leaders who may have 
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great intentions but do not realize their practices are hurting 
worship. These pages will help identify those issues and propose 
a cure. 
 Today, some people just go to church out of habit without 
really offering their worship to God. So what is the difference in 
just going to church and in coming to offer worship to our God? 
In her book, The Worship Architect, Constance Cherry writes:

 When all is said and done, worship is about experiencing the 
living God. To experience God is to participate in a conversation 
with God. It is very different than merely “going to church.” 
Going to church suggests passive worship; coming to offer worship 
suggests engagement with the God who awaits your presence. 
Authors Annie Dillard and James Magaw put it very well:3

 If you ask me why I go to church, I could start with these 
reasons:

• To feel better;
• To be with people whose company I enjoy;
• To learn about Jesus;
• To show which side I’m on;
• To keep people from asking why I missed;
• To sing my favorite old hymns;
• To be inspired, taught, and challenged by the sermon.

 But if you ask me why I worship, you raise the discussion to 
another plane. … It calls to memory the words of Annie Dillard, 
as she writes about worship, ‘ Does anyone have the foggiest idea 
what sort of power we so blithely invoke? … The churches are 
children playing on the floor with their chemistry sets, mixing 
up a batch of TNT to kill a Sunday morning. It is madness to 
wear ladies’ straw hats and velvet hats to church; we should all 
be wearing crash helmets. Ushers should issue life preservers and 
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signal flares; they should lash us to our pews. For the sleeping 
god may wake someday and take offense, or the waking god may 
draw us out to where we can never return.’ 4

 Don’t underestimate the power of worship to transform lives. 
Don’t put worship in a box and try to control it—be flexible as 
God moves in your church’s worship services. James Magaw says 
it this way:

 When I worship, I expose myself to the power of God without 
any personal control over the outcome. Sometimes it brings 
healing, peace, forgiveness, confrontation, or hope. Always it calls 
me to move beyond the farthest point I have yet reached, and 
pushes me into uncharted territories. Going to church is easy most 
days. Worship is another matter. It is an awesome thing to know 
oneself fallen into the hands of the living God.5

BEFORE YOU DIVE IN

 Take time to pray before you read each portion of the book; 
ask God to reveal ways that He would have you change or 
ways you need to adjust the worship ministry of your church. 
Highlight the pages. Take notes of everything that God places 
on your heart that needs addressing. Every time I teach this 
material, God shows me places I have failed or taken shortcuts 
rather than truly creating the best worship services to engage the 
church. We are all works in progress.
 I have prayed and continue to pray that God will impact every 
life that encounters this book. Don’t rush through this material. 
Fully digest each section and determine how that material can 
help you be the worship leader God has called you to be.

Often worship leaders can do things unknowingly 
to create such an environment. This book is not a scholarly book; it is 
a practical book of what we, as worship leaders, can do to engage our 
congregations in transformational worship.

Our destination, or whom we worship, must 
always  be the same. How we get there often varies depending on the uniqueness of 
our  congregational contexts and cultures. The various practical applications Kenny 
offers are always based on firm theological foundations involving your congregation 
as  participants instead of spectators. This guidebook can transform your worship if  
you’ll return to it often, especially when you or your congregation gets stuck trying  to 
discern another worship route or reconfirm your current one.
